Minutes: On motion of Williams and second of Merritt, Council unanimously voted to approve the minutes of July 26, 2022.
Discussion-Hwy 45 Trailer Park:  This has been placed on the table until the next regular Council meeting.
Discussion-Recreation Board:  The County has reestablished and restructured the Colquitt-Miller County Board of Recreation to include a five-member advisory board. The Mayor/Council have decided to let the County choose all five members and the County will be responsible entirely.

Approval-TAN:  On motion of Williams and second of Merritt, Council unanimously voted to approve a TAN in the amount of $300,000. This was previously approved via phone poll. 
Resolution-Match for Hospital Grant: On motion of Merritt and second of Williams, Council unanimously voted to approve the required match of $757,002 to be provided by the Miller County Hospital Authority and will be used as the required match for the RDF project rehabilitation costs at 106 N. First Street.
Resolution-Continuous of Use-Hospital Grant: On motion of Williams and second of Merritt, Council unanimously voted to approve continuous of use policy, ongoing operations and maintenance plan for the RDF grant that will remove slum and blight and benefit low-to-moderate income residents in Colquitt and surrounding counties served by the Miller County Hospital Authority.
Memorandum of Agreement-Hospital Grant: On motion of Williams and second of Merritt, Council unanimously voted to approve memorandum of agreement between city of Colquitt and the Georgia State Historic Preservation Officer regarding the 106 N. First Street Hospital Project.
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DCA Application-Hospital Grant: On motion of Merritt and second of Varnadoe, Council unanimously voted to approve the DCA application for the 106 N. First Street Hospital project.
